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This program constitutes a JAA transfer program to URI. Students
completing a JAA plan receive an Associate's degree and enter the
receiving institution with 60 credits and Junior status. Students must
complete all requirements as given. Depending on GPA, students receive
a tuition discount of up to 30% at the receiving institution, a waived
application fee, and personalized advising.

This AA-transfer program is intended to develop the needed critical
thinking and written and oral communication skills needed to transfer
successfully to the Philosophy BA program at URI. The AA-transfer
degree provides the foundational knowledge needed to understand
philosophy as a critical inquiry of nature and human society.

Program Learning Outcomes

Upon completion of this program, a student will be able to:
1. Create written work that develops and expresses ideas and that
addresses a given context and target audience.

2. Communicate effectively via oral presentations, performances,
participation in group work, and visual presentations.

3. Ildentify, analyze, and apply evidence and ideas, question
assumptions, and draw logical conclusions.

4. Develop information literacy by locating, evaluating, synthesizing, and
using information to accomplish a specific purpose.

5. Demonstrate an understanding of and apply scientific or quantitative
principles, theories, and methods.

6. Apply quantitative principles to solve problems and support
arguments with quantitative evidence in a variety of formats (e.g.
words, tables, graphs, equations, etc.).

7. Demonstrate an understanding of global, cultural and historical
perspectives.

8. Function effectively in social and professional environments and
make reasoned decisions based on ethical standards, self-awareness,
and personal responsibility.

9. Utilize discipline-specific theories and concepts to analyze
information, texts, and issues at a level appropriate for a 2-year
college student.
